LAUREL HILL STABBING INVESTIGATION

He had been slashed across the throat at another location and then driven himself to
the convenience store to ask the clerk to call 9-1-1. Murphy says the attack was
drug-related.

He was taken by air ambulance to a hospital in Pensacola.
