     The Okaloosa County Tax Collector’s Office and Okaloosa Sheriff’s Office are 
working together to educate the public on the dangers of texting while driving.  Every 
customer at the TCO getting a drivers license learners or permit will now be given a no-
texting pledge to sign, a thumb-band reminder, and an educational flyer about the 
OCSO’s “Just Drive” Campaign. 
    “We know that increasing awareness will prevent accidents,” said Sheriff Larry 
Ashley. “This cooperative effort with the Okaloosa Tax Collector’s Office is a great way 
to get the word out to drivers and boost safety for everyone on the road.” 
     “It certainly makes sense for our office to be involved with this campaign because we 
are the agency that issues drivers licenses in Okaloosa County. If we can encourage our 
customers to sign the pledge, then maybe they’ll think twice before texting and driving 
and possibly save a life”, said Tax Collector Ben Anderson.     
    The OCSO used seized funds from drug dealers to purchase 50-thousand thumb bands 
which will help promote the Just Drive campaign with the assistance of the Tax 
Collector’s Office and Okaloosa School District.  
    Customers can sign the pledge at any Tax Collector Branch Office or at the Sheriff’s 
Office.
